
Peninsula Community Legal Centre was honoured to be the first community legal centre visited by the Hon. Robert Clark since he became Victoria’s Attorney-General and Minister for Finance in December 2010. 

The Attorney recognised the work of community legal centres in advancing justice and praised staff and volunteers of the Centre, saying:

“The justice system couldn’t function properly without the work of community legal centres in supporting those who are most vulnerable in our society.”

He recognised that those who work in community legal centres do so, not for their own personal gain, but to help the public, and thanked workers for their dedication to their community and passion for improving access to justice.

Peninsula Community Legal Centre is one of the largest community legal centres in Australia, serving a population of around 1 million people and encompassing six local government areas - Glen Eira, Kingston, Frankston, Casey, Cardinia and Mornington Peninsula. 

Last year, the Centre received approximately 25,000 telephone enquiries, provided 13,282 information and referral activities and undertook 9,704 client activities, including free legal advice, ongoing casework and representation. Additionally, the Centre undertook special projects, community legal education and law reform activities. 
In the past year, we have experienced further increases in demand for help with family law matters, family violence, criminal law and many civil law matters, including credit and debt. 

Our Centre depends on the support of all levels of government in providing much-needed free legal services to vulnerable members of the community, and we thank the Attorney for visiting to hear first hand about the vital work we do.”
