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Peninsula Community Legal Centre welcomed a visit by Frankston’s new mayor, Cr Kris Bolam, as an opportunity to brief him on legal issues affecting locals. 
Chief Executive Officer, Helen Constas, says:

“It is important that Council is aware of the legal issues affecting the Frankston community, and we are delighted that Cr Bolam has met with us so early in his term as mayor.

In the past five years, we have had an increase of around 20% in clients from the City of Frankston accessing our free legal help. We are receiving more requests for assistance with family law and family violence, debt problems and criminal matters. Other legal issues commonly affecting Frankston locals include tenancy, motor vehicle accidents and neighbour disputes.
In addition to free legal advice and ongoing assistance, the Centre undertakes community development, legal education and law reform activities, including a Young Renters Program and Caravan Park & Rooming House Outreach Program. 

Peninsula Community Legal Centre, formerly Frankston North Legal Service, has relied on support from Frankston Council since its inception in 1977. Without Council’s financial contribution and use of premises in the Pines, the Centre would not be able to provide the level of free legal services currently available to locals.”
Cr Bolam praised the work of Peninsula Community Legal Centre, saying:

“The service performs an invaluable function in the Frankston community and it is a service Council proudly supports.”
